THE BOOKING PROCESS 
 
To ensure that events are open to all, bookings are taking place on a first come, first served 
basis with the booking information being posted on to the website a few days before bookings 
open. Any bookings that happen to be received before the bookings open date will not be 
opened until that date and will be dealt with at random to ensure that the process remains fair.

Where this is 
necessary, we will endeavour to give notice of the amount required and make provision for 
applications to be accepted without payment at the time of booking. Please do not delay making 
your booking if it is proving difficult to gather a deposit in time.
